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Unreached People Group Definition:

¢ An ethnic group without an indigenous, self-propagating Christian Church
movement. Any ethnic or ethnolinguistic nation without enough Christians to
evangelize the rest of the nation is an "unreached people group".

In other words, an Unreached People Group is a group of people, with the same
ethnic background or language, without access to the Gospel, living in an area where
there are no, or too few, Christians to witness to the rest of that group of people.

42% of the world is considered unreached and does not know the Truth of who Jesus
is. For those of them that have heard and whose lives have been transformed, they
often pay for their new life in Christ with rejection, torture, and death. Yet still,
when they hear, they choose Christ. When persecuted, they choose Christ.

We believe the Great Commission can be fulfilled in our lifetime.
